Moderate Clearly present. Sequence/examination should be repeated
Obscuration of underlying anatomy with potential for pathology and/or
to be masked. artefact should be acknowledged in report

There is potential diagnostic uncertainty.

Severe Clearly present. Sequence/examination should be repeated
Distortion of underlying anatomy, if pathology present highly and/or
likely to be masked. artefact should be acknowledged in report

Sequence/examination is non-diagnostic.

If moderate/severe:

. sequence(s)/examination repeated? =yes/no criteria based upon those
. artefact acknowledged in report? = yes/no described by
